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161 stakeholders provided feedback throughout the different engagement opportunities.
· 53 parents and carers
· 61 staff members
· 12 providers
· 35 children and young people

The following options received the most votes for what is most important to parents and carers:
1. Targeted = continue or provide more services for children and young people who do not receive a specialist service (25%)
2. School holidays (12.5%)
3. Family short breaks e.g. family fun day (9%)
4. Groups (9%)
Overall feedback: The following options received the most votes for what is most important to parents and carers, staff and providers:
1. Targeted
2. School holidays
3. Community outreach
Targeted and School holidays came out in the top 3 of most important options for both parents and carers and staff. However, community outreach was in the top 3 for staff whereas Groups and Family short breaks came joint for parents and carers. Providers highlighted all options in the top 3 as services that would be able to work and could be provided. 
The feedback received from children and young people supports the following options:
· To access activities in a group (groups)
· To have family short breaks (family short breaks)
· To receive support with life skills (independent living/ groups)
· To meet other families (opportunities for families to come together)
